Feodorovna Constancia, Grand Duchess
of Russia and sister-in-law to Tsar
Alexander |, Geneva's Russia-Orthodox
community was able to build its own
church. The gorgeous onion-shaped
domes of the Byzantine-Moscovite
edifice are a sparkling landmark in the
midst of the Old Town’s residential
streets. Located on one of the highest
points of the city, the church gives it an
inkling of Slavic charm.

A visit to Geneva is also a visit to

the birthplace of fine watchmaking.
Museums like the Patek Philippe are
witness to the centuries-old tradition.
Strolling along the famous Rue du

In 1868 during their stay in Geneva,
